S.0. 2538(E).—WHEREAS, a draft notification was published in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary,
vide notification of the Government of the India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change
vide number S.0. 655(E), dated the 4™ March, 2016, inviting objections and suggestions from all persons
likely to be affected thereby within the period of sixty days from date on which copies of the Gazette
containing the said notification were made available to the public;

AND WHEREAS, copies of the Gazette were made available to the public on the 4" March, 2016;

AND WHEREAS, objections and suggestions received from persons and stakeholders in response to the draft
notification were duly considered by the central government;

AND WHEREAS, the Satpura Tiger Reserve is located in the Hoshangabad district of Madhya Pradesh. The
total areas of Satpura National Park is 528.73 square kilometre which along with Pachmarhi Sanctuary 417.78
square kilometre and Bori Sanctuary of 485.71 square kilometre in the State of Madhya Pradesh constitute a
total area of 1432.22 square kilometre;

AND WHEREAS, the Satpura Tiger Reserve is spread over an area of 2133.30 square kilometres of which
1339.26 square kilometres is Core Critical Tiger Habitat and 794.04 square kilometres is the buffer area;

AND WHEREAS, the Satpura Tiger Reserve is part of the largest Tiger Habitat in the world which includes
Chhindwara, Hoshangabad, Betul, Harda, Khandwa and Melghat extending over 10,000 square kilometer;

AND WHEREAS, this landscape is most vital for survival of tiger and this area has historically been
renowned for Tiger, Gaur and Sambhar. At least 14 endangered species of mammals, birds and reptiles inhabit
these forests. The flying squirrel, Indian giant squirrel and Leaf nosed bats must be regarded among the most
sensitive to habitat changes.

AND WHEREAS, the protected area is a paradise for people interested in avian fauna. More than 300
species of birds can be seen which include Malabar pied horn-bill, Malabar whistling thrush and the state bird
of Madhya Pradesh paradise flycatcher. The Area also visited by many migratory birds like Brahmi duck, Bar-
headed Gees, Pintail etc.

AND WHEREAS, Satpura Tiger Reserve is prime example of central Indian highlands ecosystem. It is a
unique area of high natural and diverse land resource values and endowed with rich bio-diversity. It has a
large number of rare and endemic plants especially bryophytes and pteridophytes like Psilotum, Cythea,
Osmunda, Lycopodium, Lygodium etc. On Pachmarhi plateau sal forests exist on Gondwana sandstone where
as on lower plains teak forests grow on basaltic traps.

AND WHEREAS, phytogeographically the Tiger Reserve is unique; some species, which are not common
elsewhere in Madhya Pradesh are found in this area. These are Malastoma malabaricum, Moraya paniculata,
Holmskildia senguines, Blumea lancelaria, Sophora interrupta etc. There are 26 species of Himalaya and 42
species of Nilgiri hills are found here.

AND WHEREAS, the area is very important from the archaeological and human evolution point of view as
there are more than 50 rock shelters with paintings which are 1500 to 10000 years old;

AND WHEREAS, trees of Satpura Tiger Reserve are Babul(Acacia Arabica), Khair(Acacia catechu),
Reunjha(Acacia leucophloea), Haldu(Adina cordifolia), Bel(Aegle marmelos), Maharukh(Ailanthus excels),
Karung(Albizzia chinensis), Kala siris(Albizzia lebbeck), Chichwa(Albizzia odoratissima), Safed siris(Albizzia
procera), Dhaora(Anogeissus latifolia), Neem(Azadiracta indica), Amta(Bauhinia malabarica),
Keolar(Bauhinia purpures), Asta(Bauhinia racemosa), Sehra(Bauhinia retusa), Kachnar(Bauhinia variegate),
Salai(Boswellia serrata), Kasai(Bridelia retusa), Achar(Buchnania lanzan).

AND WHEREAS, endangered plants of Satpura Tiger Reserve are Bach(Acorus calamus), Daru
Haldi(Berberis aristata), Lilly, Agnishikha(Glorisa superb), Ginger Lilly(Hedychium coronarium,)
Sandharlika (Spiked ginger lilly) (Hedychium spicatum), Sarpgandha(Rauvolfia serpentine), Chiraita(Swertia
Angustifolia), Van Haldi(Curcuma caesia), Jadwar, Nirvisi(Delphinium denudatmn), Shingli-Mingli (Nepal
Yam) (Dioscorea deltoidea), skeleton fork fern(Psilotum nudum), Kakhaii(Abutilon indicum),
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Safedkumudni(Nymphaea tetragona), Maida Chal(Dillania pantagyna), Bhoot vriksha, Aralu(Oroxylum
indicum).

AND WHEREAS, endangered specis of Satpura Tiger Reserve are Indian Vulture(Gyps Indicus), Kala
Giddha (Cinereous Vulture) (Aegypius monachus), Eurasian Otter(Lutra lutra), Smooth Coated
Otter(Lutrogale perspicillata), Tiger(Panthera tigris), leopard(Panther pardus), Dhole(Cuon alpines), Sloth
bear(Melursus ursinus), Swamp deer(Cervus duvaucelii), Indian Giant Squirrel(Ratufa indica), Gaur (Bison)
(Bos gaurus), Indian Pagolin(Manis crassicaudada), Honey Badger (Ratel) (Mellibora capensis), Civet cat,
Bijju(Viverra zibetha), Indian Moniter Lizard(Varanus bengalensis).

AND WHEREAS, birds of Satpura Tiger Reserve are Pied or White Wagtail(Motacilla alba), Indian ring
dove(Streptopelia decaocto), Pied hornbill(Anthracoceres- coronatus), Large Pied wagtail(Motacilla
maderaspatensis), Collared Bushchat(Saxicola targnata), Blue winged Teal(Anas querquedula), House
swift(Apus affinis), Stone curlew(Burhinus oedicnemus), Weaver bird(Ploceus- philippinus), Alpine
swift(Apus melba), Large Egret(Egretta alba), Blue cheeked bee eater(Merops superciliosus), Blue tailed bee
eater(Merops philipinus), Redvented bulbul(Pyenonotus cafer), Small minivet(Pericrocotus cinnamomaus),
Common or Gray quail(Cotuenix coturnix), Common crane(Grus grus), Black headed myna(Sturnus
pogodarum), Chestnut Ballied Nuthatch(Sitta castanea), Velvet fronted Nuthatch(Sitta frontalis).

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the area the extent and boundaries of which is
specified in paragraph 1 of this notification around the Core Critical Tiger Habitat of the Satpura Tiger
Reserve, which includes Satpura National Park, Pachmarhi Wildlife Sanctuary and Bori Wildlife Sanctuary,
as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological and environmental point of view and to prohibit industries or class of
industries and their operations and processes in the said Eco-sensitive Zone;

NOW THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub section(1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of sub-
section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act 1986 (29 of 1986) read with
sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby notifies
an area up to an extent of 100 m on the notified urban and ‘Abadi’ area side from the boundary of Core
Critical Tiger Habitat of the Satpura Tiger Reserve, which includes Satpura National Park, Pachmarhi
Wildlife Sanctuary and Bori Wildlife Sanctuary and up to 2 kilometers on other sides from the boundary of
Core Critical Tiger Habitat of the Satpura Tiger Reserve, as the Satpura National Park, Pachmarhi Wildlife
Sanctuary and Bori Wildlife Sanctuary in the State of Madhya Pradesh Eco-sensitive Zone (herein after
referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone), details of which are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone.- (1)The extent of Eco-sensitive Zone is up to 100 m on the
notified urban and ‘Abadi’ area side from the boundary of Core Critical Tiger Habitat of the Satpura Tiger
Reserve in the State of Madhya Pradesh, which includes Satpura National Park, Pachmarhi Wildlife Sanctuary
and Bori Wildlife Sanctuary and up to 2 kilometers on other sides from the boundary of Core Critical Tiger
Habitat of the Satpura Tiger Reserve;

(2) The Eco-sensitive Zone is spread over an area of 1079.43 square kilometres which includes 794.04
square kilometre buffer area of Satpura Tiger Reserve and forest areas of other adjoining divisions
(Within two km. periphery) of 285.39 square kilometres;

(3) The map of the Eco-sensitive Zone along with co-ordinates of prominent points is appended as
Annexure I;

4 The Eco-sensitive Zone includes 81 villages. The list of the villages falling within the Eco-
sensitive Zone is appended as Annexure 11.

(5) The legal status of area is appended as Annexure-I11.

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.- (1) The State Government shall, for the purpose of
the Eco-sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Plan, within a period of two years from the date of
publication of final notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to the
stipulations given in this notification for approval of Competent Authority in the State Government.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such
manner as is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State laws and
the guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any.
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(3) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following State Departments, for
integrating the ecological and environmental considerations into the said plan:-

Q) Environment;

(i) Forest and Wildlife;

(iii)  Agriculture and Horticulture;
(iv) Revenue;

(V) Urban Development;

(vi) Tourism including eco-tourism;
(vii)  Rural Development;

(viii)  Irrigation and Flood Control;
(ix) Municipal and urban development;
x) Panchayati Raj;

(xi) Public Works Department.

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use, infrastructure
and activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improvement of
all infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded and degraded areas, conservation of
existing water bodies, management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater management,
soil and moisture conservation, needs of local community and such other aspects of the ecology and
environment that need attention.

(6) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban settlements,
types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area, such as, parks and like places,
horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies and also with supporting maps and the Plan shall be
supported by Maps giving details of existing and proposed land use features.

(7) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in the Eco-sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited,
regulated activities listed in Table and also ensure and promote eco-friendly development for livelihood
security of local communities.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.

(9) The Zonal Master Plan so approved shall be the reference document for the Monitoring Committee for
carrying out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the provisions of this notification.

3. Measures to be taken by State Government.- The State Government shall take the following
measures for giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-

(1) Landuse.- (a) Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for
recreational purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for major commercial
or major residential complex or industrial activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands, for the purpose other within the Eco-sensitive
Zone may be permitted on the recommendation of the Monitoring Committee, and with the prior approval of
the competent authority under the relevant State laws and other rules and regulations of Central/State
Government as applicable and vide provisions of this Notification, to meet the residential needs of the local
residents such as.-

(i)  widening and strengthening of existing roads and construction of new roads;
(i) construction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities;
(iii)  small scale industries not causing pollution;

(iv) cottage industries including village industries; convenience stores and local amenities supporting
eco-tourism including home stay; and

(v)  promoted activities and given under para 4:
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Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial development
activities without the prior approval of the competent authority under the relevant State laws and other rules
and regulations of State Government and without compliance of the provisions of article 244 of the
Constitution or the law for the time being in force, including the Scheduled Tribes and other Traditional
Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be corrected
by the State Government, after obtaining the views of Monitoring Committee, once in each case and the
correction of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest
and Climate Change:

Provided also that the correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case except as
provided under this sub-paragraph.

(b) Efforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas with afforestation and
habitat and biodiversity restoration activities.

(2) Natural water bodies.- The catchment areas of all natural springs/rivers/ channels shall be identified and
plans for their conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan.

(3) Tourism or Eco-tourism.- (a) All new Eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities
within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per the Tourism Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(b)The Eco-tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by Department of Tourism in consultation with State
Departments of Environment and Forests.

(c) The Tourism Master Plan shall form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.
(d) The activities of Eco-tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

(i) No new construction of hotels and resorts shall be allowed within 1 km from the boundary of the Wildlife
Sanctuary or upto the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone whichever is nearer and beyond the distance of 1
km. from the boundary of the Wildlife Sanctuary till the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone, the
establishment of new hotels and resorts shall be allowed only in pre-defined and designated areas for Eco-
tourism facilities as per Tourism Master Plan.

(if) All new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall
be in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest
and Climate Change and the eco-tourism guidelines issued by the National Tiger Conservation Authority (as
amended from time to time) with emphasis on eco-tourism.

(iii)  Until the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing tourism
activities shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the actual site specific scrutiny
and recommendation of the Monitoring Committee and no new hotel /resort or commercial establishment
construction is permitted within Eco-sensitive Zone area.

(4) Natural Heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone, such as the gene pool
reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall
be identified and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up for their preservation and conservation as a
part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(5) Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical, architectural,
aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be indentified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and heritage conservation
plan for their conservation shall be prepared as part Zonal Master Plan.

(6) Noise pollution.- Prevention and Control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be complied
with in accordance with Noise Pollution (Regulation And Control) Rules, 2000 under the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986.

(7) Air pollution.- Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be complied with in
accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) and
rules made thereunder.
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(8) Discharge of effluents.- Discharge of treated effluent in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in accordance
with the provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental Pollutants covered under the
Environmental (Protection) Act, 1986 and rules made thereunder or standards stipulated by State Government.

(9) Solid wastes.- Disposal and Management of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(@) The solid waste disposal and management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in
accordance with the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016 and published by the Government of
India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number S.O.
1357 (E), dated the 8th April, 2016;

the inorganic material may be disposed in an environmental acceptable manner at site identified
outside the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(b) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Solid wastes in conformity with the
existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-Sensitive
Zone.

(10) Bio-medical waste.- Bio medical waste management shall be as under:

(@) The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with
the Bio-Medical Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide Notification number GSR 343 (E), dated
the 28th March, 2016.

(b) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Bio-medical wastes in conformity with
the existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-
Sensitive Zone.

(11) Plastic Waste Management.- The Plastic Waste Management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried
out as per the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India
in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 340(E), dated the
18th March, 2016,.

(12) Construction and Demolition Waste Management.- The Construction and Demolition Waste
Management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Construction and
Demolition Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification humber G.S.R. 317(E), dated the 29th March,
2016,.

(13) E-waste.- The E- Waste Management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions
of the E-Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change.

(14) Vehicular traffic.- The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner and
specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time as the Zonal
Master plan is prepared and approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government, the Monitoring
Committee shall monitor compliance of vehicular movement under the relevant Acts and the rules and
regulations made thereunder.

(15) Vehicular Pollution.- Prevention and control of Vehicular Pollution shall be complied with in
accordance with applicable laws and the efforts to be made for use of cleaner fuel for example CNG, LPG,
etc.

(16) Industrial Units.- (i) On or after the publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, no new
polluting industries shall be allowed to be set up within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(ii) Only non-polluting industries shall be allowed within Eco-sensitive Zone as per classification of Industries
in the Guidelines issued by Central Pollution Control Board in February 2016, unless so specified in this
notification and in addition, non-polluting cottage industries shall be promoted.

(17) Protection of Hill Slopes.- The protection of hill slopes shall be as under:-
(@) The Zonal Master Plan shall indicate areas on hill slopes where no construction shall be permitted.

(b) No construction on existing steep hill slopes or slopes with a high degree of erosion shall be
permitted.
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(18) The Central Government and the State Government shall specify other additional measures, if it
considers necessary, in giving effect to the provisions of this notification.

4. List of activities prohibited or to be regulated within the Eco-sensitive Zone.- All activities in the
Eco sensitive Zone shall be governed by the provisions of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of
1986) and the rules made there under including the Coastal Regulation Zone (CRZ), 2011 and the
Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) Notification, 2006 and other applicable laws including the Forest
(Conservation) Act, 1980 (69 of 1980), the Indian Forest Act, 1927 (16 of 1927), the Wildlife (Protection) Act
1972 (53 of 1972), and amendments made thereto and be regulated in the manner specified in the Table
below, namely:-

The Member Secretary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Collector(s) or the concerned
park Deputy Conservator of Forests shall be competent to file complaints under section 19 of the
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 against any person who contravenes the provisions of this
notification.

The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments,
representatives from Industry Associations or concerned stakeholders to assist in its deliberations
depending on the requirements on issue to issue basis.

The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on 31
March of every year by 30" June of that year to the Chief Wildlife Warden of the State as per pro
forma appended at Annexure 1V.

The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may give such
directions, as it deems fit, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge of its functions.

The Central Government and State Government may specify additional measures, if any, for giving

effect to provisions of this notification.
